Registration/Schedules/Season Timing

All registration (Spring & Fall) is completed online through our website. Library computers
are available for families without internet access.

e Opens: Dec9, 2025
e Closes: Feb7,2026

e Jan 29,2026 -Time & Place TBD
Game Schedules Release:
e March 2, 2026 *subject to change*
Spring 2026:
e Games begin: Week of March 9, 2026

e Seasonends: May 29, 2026 *Drop dead date regardless of if games have not been
made up due to rainout games*

e Final standings: 1st & 2nd place teams receive rings
General Season Length:
e Spring: March through early June**
e Fall: Early September through October 31**
o Fewer games and no post-season awards in Fall**

Fees & Costs
e League fees are per team, not per player.

e Costsvary by age group and depend on uniforms, equipment, roster size,
sponsorships, and fundraising.

e Coaches handle team finances.

e MBI hosts a Spring raffle fundraiser to help reduce costs.

Equipment
e Check with your Coach before buying equipment.
e A properly-fitting glove is usually the first essential item.

e We suggest you do not buy a bat until your child’s size/weight is confirmed.

Team Placement

o Afterregistration, player information is shared with coaches filling rosters on a first
come first serve basis. Coaches contact families directly.

e Haven’t heard from a coach yet? Often, we need more volunteer coaches.
Volunteering as a coach can speed up player placement, and we provide full
support for new coaches.
